Porteous class visit to The Living Land at Kent County Showground on  
Wednesday 6th May 2026 

 
As part of our learning this term, we have organised a trip to Detling Showground for the 
event “The Living Land”. This is a one-day event for Kent school children in year’s 3 and 4 
and is aimed at educating young children in the areas of farming, agriculture, the 
countryside and healthy eating. 
 
The timetable of activities starts promptly and we therefore need to be there at 9:00am to 
register. Included in the day are opportunities to see and touch farm animals, taste local 
produce, see a variety of animals, watch birds of prey and see many other displays and 
demonstrations.  Most of the activities are interactive, with a wealth of organisations on 
hand to share their knowledge with the children.

The children will be need to be dropped at Kent Showground, Detling at 9:00am and 
picked up again at 2:35pm. We can arrange a 14-seater minibus for those children whose 
parents are unable to drop and collect from Detling.  
The minibus is £240 and this cost will need to be covered by any parents/carers wishing to 
take up this option. If you would prefer for your child to be taken to and from Detling by 
minibus, you will need to drop them at the school at 8:15am and pick them up again when 
the minibus arrives back (approx. 3:20pm, traffic dependant, you will receive a text with 
ETA). Minibus spaces are on a first-come, first-served basis. 
 
All children will need a packed lunch from home on that day; please use disposable bags 
rather than lunch boxes to make the children’s school bags as light as possible.  Please do 
not pack any fizzy drinks or any foods which contains nuts. 
 



 

All children should wear school uniform, comfy shoes/trainers and bring a 
coat/waterproofs if the weather is cold or wet.  
 
Please complete the form using this link https://forms.office.com/e/sfnmYuvD0k 
to indicate whether or not you would like your child to take part in this trip and if you 
require the minibus.  Once we know how many children will be using the minibus, we can 
let you know the cost of this option.  
 
For parents who will be dropping and collecting from Detling, more information regarding 
a meeting point etc will be sent out nearer the time. If you have children in other classes, 
they can be dropped at school from 8:30am on that day to give you time to drive to Detling 
or for your Porteous child to catch the minibus.
