
Nearly 140 years after it sank, a team of 
divers has identified the wreck of a ship, 
called the SS Nantes, off the coast of 
Devon, in southwest England. The ship 
sank in 1888, after crashing into another 
boat. The shipwreck could finally be 
named when a diver found a plate with the 
ship’s company logo (or crest) on it.
